In 

addition, students can actively communicate using information materials (computers, 

audiovisual). In teaching the English language, first of all, a practical goal is pursued - to enrich 

the vocabulary of students, teach them to write, communicate, talk about what they have seen 

and heard. 

It is necessary to teach students to speak English, communicate, work independently, seek 

knowledge. This is a modern requirement. So that the lesson is not monotonous, it is important to 

divide the group into groups that discuss the problem, express their thoughts and establish a 

dialogue on the problem. Group work improves the effectiveness and quality of lessons, as well 

as develops learning activities and creative thinking of students. 

It is also important to use an electronic textbook in English lessons. The effective use and 

application of information and communication technologies in the educational process provides a 

significant positive experience. In particular, the independent search for students is very 

important for increasing interest in the subject, developing creative abilities, forming a culture of 

educational activity, organizing independent work.
